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INFORMATION ON THE PROCESSING OF PERSONAL DATA OF SUPPLIERS

Introduction
The company Igiene Service s.r.l. (the "Company") may collect and process personal data on the Supplier (the "Supplier"), if self-employed, and its employees and collaborators (jointly referred to as the "Data Subjects") during the execution of a contract (the "Contract ”) concluded between the Supplier and the Company.

The data controller provides the information below: (i) within a reasonable period of time from obtaining the personal data and in any case within one month, taking into account the specific circumstances in which the personal data are processed; or (ii) if the personal data is to be used to communicate with Data Subjects, at the latest on the first communication to Data Subjects. If the Data Subject or the Supplier has doubts regarding this Information on Data Protection or wishes to exercise the rights conferred on him by the latter, he can contact the Company at the following e-mail address: info@artigianatoservice.net

1. Who is the data controller?

The company Igiene Service s.r.l., VAT number and tax code 01711810497, based in Portoferraio, (LI), Largo Pianosa, 3 - Località Antiche Saline, e-mail: info@gineservice.net, pec.: gieservice.srl@pec.it, is the data controller for personal data of the interested parties. 2. What kind of personal data does the Company process?

During the execution of the Contract, the Company collects and processes the personal data provided by the Supplier relating to the interested party, such as name, surname, e-mail address, telephone number and identification data of the employees of the interested parties.

3. For what purposes are personal data processed?

The Company processes the personal data of the interested parties by manual and electronic means:

a) for the execution of the Contract concluded between the Company and the Supplier;

b) to protect the rights of the Company (more specifically, there are cases in which the Company may disclose the data of the interested parties if the disclosure is necessary to (i) protect, enforce or defend legal rights, debt collection, confidentiality, security or assets of the Company, its employees, agents and suppliers; (ii) protect the Company from fraud or for risk management purposes, (iii) comply with operations strictly connected and instrumental to the initiation of contractual relationships , including information on professional skills, reliability and concealment and effectiveness of the goods and services offered; (iv) manage the relationship with the supplier for administration, accounting, orders, shipments, invoicing, services; (the above jointly referred to as "Contractual Purposes");

c) to comply with applicable laws and legal procedures and respond to requests from relevant government authorities (“Compliance Purposes”);

d) to complete a merger or transfer of assets, for example if the Company sells all or part of its business or makes a sale or transfer of its assets or is otherwise involved in a merger or transfer of all of its company or a substantial part of it, the Company may transfer information on the Supplier and the Interested Party to the counterparties involved in the transaction ("Purposes of Legitimate Interest in Mergers and Acquisitions");

e) to comply with any supplier assessment based on the ISO 9001:2015 specifications; Anti-money laundering, privacy, occupational safety, anti-corruption, ("Legitimate Interest Purposes for quality and safety assessment");

f) to send direct marketing communications relating to the Company's services and products, develop case studies or indicate commercial references or invite suppliers to participate in Company events ("Marketing Purposes").
4. On what legal basis are personal data processed?

The processing of the Data Subject's data for the Contractual Purposes and the Compliance Purposes is necessary for the execution of the Contract and in accordance with the applicable laws. Refusal to provide personal data for these purposes prevents the Company from concluding the Contract and, if already concluded, from continuing its execution.

The processing of the Data Subject's data for the Purposes of Legitimate Interest in Mergers and Acquisitions and Quality Assessment is carried out on the basis of the legitimate interest of the Company and its counterparts in the execution of the business indicated in Article 3 letters d), e) and in any case on the basis of an adequate balance between the interests of the Company and of the companies involved in such activities and the interests of the interested parties, and in some countries also with express authorization under the applicable laws. The interested party has the right to oppose the processing with the methods set out in article 7 of this Data Protection Information, to the extent that the Purposes of Legitimate Interest in Mergers and Acquisitions and Quality Assessment do not prevail over the right of the interested party.

The processing of data for Marketing Purposes is based on the consent of the interested party and the supply of data takes place on a voluntary basis. In any case, the interested party can revoke his consent at any time by contacting the Company at the following address info@artigianatoservice.net.

5. How are personal data processed?

The use, like any other processing operation by the Data Controller, will be based on principles of correctness, lawfulness, transparency, proportionality and protection of confidentiality. The processing of personal data is carried out with both automated methods, both on electronic or magnetic support, and non-automated, on paper support. The processing operations are implemented in such a way as to guarantee the logical and physical security and confidentiality of personal data, minimizing their use as much as possible.
6. Is the processing of these data mandatory or optional?

For contractual and compliance purposes, the data are indispensable for the establishment of the contractual relationship or for its execution, while others can be defined as accessories for these purposes. Conferment to the undersigned is mandatory only for data for which there is a regulatory or contractual obligation.

In cases where the provision of data is required by a regulatory or contractual obligation, any refusal would put the Data Controller in the position of not being able to execute or continue the Contract, as it would constitute unlawful processing. In cases where there is no legal obligation to provide data, the refusal would not lead to the impediment of the Contract but would in any case prevent the execution of ancillary operations (evaluation, supplier qualification, etc.).

7. Who has access to personal data?

Your data may be communicated to:

· to other entities of the group or to third party service providers who carry out instrumental activities for the Company in the context of the execution of the Contract, appointed as data processor where required by applicable laws. Such entities and third party service providers include professionals and consultants, consultancies, factoring companies, credit institutions, business information companies, cloud service providers, IT service providers, experts, lawyers, debt collection companies, companies deriving from possible mergers, spin-offs or other transformations;

· Public and private entities, also following checks or inspections, such as for example the Financial Administration, the Tax Police, the Judicial Authorities, the Labor Inspectorate, etc;

· Subjects who can access your data by virtue of the provision of the law;

· to employees and collaborators of the Data Controller, in their capacity as persons in charge and/or internal data processors and/or system administrators.

A complete list of data processors can be requested from the Company in the manner indicated in article 7 of this Information.

8. Is the data transferred abroad?

The management and storage of personal data will take place on servers located within the European Union of the Data Controller and/or third-party companies appointed and duly appointed as Data Processors. The data will not be transferred outside the European Union. In any case, it is understood that the Data Controller, if necessary, will have the right to move the location of the servers to Italy and/or the European Union and/or non-EU countries. In this case, the Data Controller ensures from now on that the transfer of data outside the EU will take place in compliance with the applicable legal provisions by stipulating, if necessary, agreements that guarantee an adequate level of protection and/or by adopting the standard contractual clauses envisaged by the European Commission.

9. How long is personal data kept?

The Company will keep the data of the interested parties for the duration of the Contract, in addition to the additional periods of time following the termination of the Contract provided for by laws (ordinary limitation periods) and various obligations. 10. What rights does the interested party have?

10.1 Article 15 (right of access), 16 (right of rectification) of EU Reg. 2016/679

The interested party has the right to obtain confirmation from the data controller as to whether or not personal data concerning him is being processed and, in this case, to obtain access to personal data and the following information:

a) the purposes of the processing;

b) the categories of personal data in question;

c) the recipients or categories of recipients to whom the personal data have been or will be communicated, in particular if recipients from third countries or international organizations;

d) the envisaged retention period of the personal data or, if this is not possible, the criteria used to determine this period;

e) the existence of the right of the interested party to ask the data controller to rectify or cancel personal data or limit the processing of personal data concerning him or to oppose their treatment;

f) the right to lodge a complaint with a supervisory authority;

g) the existence of an automated decision-making process, including profiling and, at least in such cases, significant information on the logic used, as well as the importance and expected consequences of such processing for the data subject.

10.2 Right pursuant to art. 17 of EU Reg. 2016/679 - right to cancellation ("right to be forgotten")

The interested party has the right to obtain from the data controller the cancellation of personal data concerning him without unjustified delay and the data controller has the obligation to cancel personal data without unjustified delay, if one of the following reasons exists:

a) personal data are no longer necessary with respect to the purposes for which they were collected or otherwise processed;

b) the interested party revokes the consent on which the treatment is based in accordance with article 6, paragraph 1, letter a), or article 9, paragraph 2, letter a), and if there is no other legal basis for the treatment ;

c) the interested party opposes the treatment pursuant to article 21, paragraph 1, and there is no prevailing legitimate reason to proceed with the treatment, or he opposes the treatment pursuant to article 21, paragraph 2;

d) the personal data have been processed unlawfully;

e) personal data must be canceled to fulfill a legal obligation established by Union or Member State law to which the data controller is subject;

f) the personal data have been collected in relation to the offer of information society services pursuant to article 8, paragraph 1 of EU Reg. 2016/679. 
9.1 Right pursuant to art. 18 Right to limitation of treatment
The interested party has the right to obtain from the data controller the limitation of the treatment when one of the following hypotheses occurs:
a) the data subject disputes the accuracy of the personal data, for the period necessary for the data controller to verify the accuracy of such personal data;
b) the processing is unlawful and the interested party opposes the cancellation of personal data and instead requests that their use be limited;
c) although the data controller no longer needs it for processing purposes, personal data are necessary for the data subject to ascertain, exercise or defend a right in court;
d) the interested party has opposed the processing pursuant to article 21, paragraph 1, EU Regulation 2016/679 pending the verification of the possible prevalence of the legitimate reasons of the data controller with respect to those of the interested party.
9.2 Right pursuant to Article 20 Right to data portability

The interested party has the right to receive, in a structured format, commonly used and readable by an automatic device, the personal data concerning him provided to a data controller and has the right to transmit such data to another data controller without impediments from part of the data controller

10. Can consent be revoked?

The exercise of the rights by the interested party is not subject to any formal constraint and is free of charge. In the event of a request from you for information relating to the data, the owner will reply as soon as possible - unless this proves impossible or involves a disproportionate effort - and, in any case, no later than 30 days from the request. Any impossibility or delays by the owner in satisfying the requests will be justified.

11. Can I make a complaint?

In case the interested party feels harmed in one of the rights listed in the previous point. can lodge a complaint with the Guarantor for the protection of personal data (following the procedures and indications published on the Authority's website at www.garanteprivacy.it) or an administrative or judicial appeal.
